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Ters Yiiz Sinif Modelinde (Flipped Classroom) Ogrenci Doyum ve Giidiilenmesi Uzerinde E-
Ogrenme Hazirbulunuslugunun Roliinii Kesfetmek

Ters yiiz sinif modelinde, 6grenci doyum ve giidillenmesinde yasanan azalma sik goriilen
sorunlar arasindadir. Bu sorunlar ters yiiz sinif modelinin verimliligini azaltabilmektedir. Ters
yiiz sin1f modelinde 6grenci doyum ve giidiilenmesi ile ilgili yasanan bu sorunlar 6grencilerin
e-0grenme hazirbulunuslugu ile iliskili oldugu diisiiniilmektedir. Bu arastirmanin amaci ters
yiiz smif modelinde Ogrencilerin e-6grenme hazirbulunuslugunun 6grenci doyum ve
giidiilenmesi tizerine etkisini incelemektir. Arastirma, ters yiiz sinif modeli kullanilarak
yiiriitiilen Bilgisayar I dersini alan 236 lisans 6grencisi ile yliriitiilmiistiir. Veriler, 6z bildirime
dayali ii¢ veri toplama araci kullanilarak elde edilmistir: E-Ogrenme Hazirbulunusluk Olcegi
(alt olgekleri: 'bilgisayar 6z-yeterligi', 'internet 6z-yeterligi', '¢evrimici iletisim 6z-yeterligi',
'kendi kendine 6grenme', '6grenen kontrolii' ve 'e-6grenmeye yonelik giidiilenme’), Doyum
Olgegi, Giidiilenme ve Ogrenme Stratejileri Olgegi. Yapisal esitlik modellemesi (YEM) ile
yapilan yol analizleri, 6grencilerin e-6grenme hazirbulunusluklarinin, ters yiiz sinif modelinde
akademik gorevleri gerceklestirirken sahip olduklari doyum ve giidiilenme ile iligkili oldugunu
dogrulamistir. Arastirmanin bulgulari, 6grencilerin e-6grenme hazirbulunusluk durumunun ters
yliz smif modelinde doyum ve giidillenmenin 6nemli bir yordayicisi oldugunu ortaya
koymustur. Arastirmadan elde edilen bulgular uygulamalar ve gelecekteki arastirmalar igin
sunulmus ve tartigilmistir.
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Exploring the Role of E-Learning Readiness on Student Satisfaction and Motivation in
Flipped Classroom

Decrease in student satisfaction and motivation in flipped classroom (FC) model of instruction
is among frequently observed problems. And these problems could reduce the efficiency of FC
model. It is believed that the problems related to student satisfaction and motivation in FC
model of instruction are related to the e-learning readiness of the students. The purpose of the
current study was to explore the impact of the e-learning readiness of the students on student
satisfaction and motivation in FC model of instruction. The study was carried out with 236
undergraduate students taking Computing | class taught using FC model of instruction. Data
were collected from three self-report instruments: E-learning Readiness Scale (subscales:
‘computer self-efficacy’, ‘internet self-efficacy’, ‘online communication self-efficacy’, ‘self-
directed learning’, ‘learner control’ and ‘motivation towards e-learning’), Satisfaction Scale
and Motivated Strategies for Learning Questionnaire. The path analyses with structural
equation modelling (SEM) further verified that students' e-learning readiness were related to
their satisfaction and motivation while undertaking academic tasks in FC model of instruction.
The results of the study indicated that students' e-learning readiness was a significant predictor
of their satisfaction and motivation in FC model of instruction. Findings were presented and
discussed for future studies and applications.
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
