Bu aragtirmanin amaci dgrencilerin tip egitiminde sanal gergeklik teknolojilerinin kabuliinii ve
kullanimini incelemektir. Aragtirma kapsaminda aragtirmacilar tarafindan 4 alt boyut ve 21
maddeden olusan bir anket gelistirilmistir. Bu anket, ‘Performans Beklentisi’, ‘Caba
Beklentisi’, ‘Kolaylastirici Kosullar’ ve ‘Sosyal Etki’ alt boyutlarindan olusmaktadir.
Aragtirma, tip egitiminde sanal gerceklik uygulamalarinin kullanimu ile ilgili kurs ve etkinliklere
katilan 421 {iniversite Ogrencisi lizerinde gergeklestirilmistir. Arastirmanin bulgulari
ogrencilerin sanal gerceklik uygulamalarini kabul etmelerinin ve kullanimlarinin tip egitiminde
yiiksek oldugunu gostermistir. Bulgulara uygun olarak arastirmacilar ve egitimciler i¢in ¢esitli
onerilerde bulunulmustur.

Virtual Reality in Medical Education

The aim of this research is to examine students’ acceptance and use of virtual reality
technologies in medical education. Within the scope of the research, a questionnaire consisting
of 4 sub-dimensions and 21 items was developed by the researchers. This questionnaire consists
of sub-dimensions of ‘Performance Expectancy’, ‘Effort Expectancy’, ‘Facilitating Conditions’
and ‘Social Influence’. The study was conducted on 421 university students who participated
in courses and activities related to the use of virtual reality applications in medical education.
The findings of the research demonstrated that the students’ acceptance and use of virtual reality
applications were high in medical education. Various suggestions were made for researchers
and educators in accordance with the findings.
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
