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The Problem of Democratization in The United Nations 

Abstract 

Globalization which has been around since industrial revolution has led global integration in many 
area together with computer and internet. The world does not consist of continents which come 
through discrete form each other and within their integrity, on the contrary, it poses a view of an 
enormous integrated state. Therefore, crises or disasters in any country are limited to where it has 
arisen, but can generates effects all around the world. Countries around the world possesses 
different levels of prosperity and welfare. While some of these counties are affluent in terms of raw 
materials and natural resources, yet impoverished in terms of technological opportunities and capital, 
some countries are both developed and evoked two world wars and dragged the world to disaster in 
the first half of the 20th century due to their desire to exploit the others. Since wars started by 
colonial competition of powerful countries are destructive not only for colonized countries but also for 
colonizers, they have been endeavoured to be prevented through international organizations such as 
the League of Nations and the United Nations. The League of Nations, which was in limitation to 
protect the interest of the United Kingdom, was replaced by the United Nations after World War II. 
The United Nations founded by victorious countries in World War II under the leadership of the USA 
has not been able to maintain the peace. The United Nations serves to interests of not 193 member 
countries, but of five permanent members of UN Security Council. With the participation of Germany, 
the oligarchy in the UN transformed to sextet oligarchy through five plus one formula. Many countries 
around the world, especially , object to this situation. In a world where decisions of military 
interventions are approved in the UN in the name of democracy, it is unacceptable that the UN is 
governed in an oligarchic manner, and it requires to be democratized immediately. The UN requires 
to be transformed to a World Parliament by restructuring it on the basis of democratic representation, 
the privileges requires to be abolished, and the IMF and the World Bank under the UN needs to be
democratized in a similar way. In this study, some propositions on the democratization of 
international organizations, especially on the UN, will be discussed by examining their structures. 
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
