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E-Ogrenme Toplulugunda Bilgi Paylasim Davramslari: Akademik Oz-Yeterlik Ve Topluluk
Hissinin Roliinii Kesfetmek

Bu aragtirmanin amaci, e-6grenme toplulugundaki iiniversite dgrencilerinin, bilgi paylasim
davranglar1 (BPD), akademik 6z-yeterlikleri (AO) ve topluluk hisleri (TH) arasindaki yapisal
iliskileri incelemektir. Arastrma, harmanlanmig 6grenme yontemi ile yiiriitiilen Bilgisayar I
dersi icin olusturulan Facebook Ogrenme topluluguna katilan Ogrenciler {zerinde
gergeklestirilmistir. Arastirmanin verileri 316 tiniversite 6grencisinden 6z bildirime dayali ii¢
veri toplama araci kullanilarak elde edilmistir: Bilgi paylasim davranislar1 6lgegi, akademik
Ozyeterlik olgegi (alt 6lgekleri: 'sosyal statil', 'bilissel uygulamalar' ve 'teknik beceriler') ve smif
toplulugu 6lgegi (alt dlgekleri: 'baghlik' ve '6grenme') olmak tizere li¢ 6z-raporlamaya dayali
veri toplama araci kullanilarak 316 tiniversite 6grencisinden veri toplanmistir. Yapisal esitlik
modellemesi (YEM) ile yapilan yol analizleri, e-6grenme toplulugundaki 6grencilerin
BPD'sinin AO ve TH'eriyle iliskili oldugunu dogrulamistir. Arastrmanm sonuglari,
ogrencilerin AO ve TH'lerinin BPD'yi olumlu etkiledigini ortaya koymustur. Alt dlcekler
acisindan bakildiginda; topluluga baglilik, toplulukta algilanan &grenme, O6grencilerin
derslerdeki biligsel uygulamalar tizerindeki 6z yeterligi ve topluluktaki sosyal statiilerinin
BPD'yi olumlu etkiledigi goriilmiistiir. Bununla birlikte, 6grencilerin teknik becerileri
iizerindeki 6z-yeterlik algilar1 BPD'yi olumlu etkilemekle birlikte, diger alt 6lgeklere kiyasla
etki biliylikligiiniin daha kii¢ciik oldugu goriilmiistiir. Arastirma bulgulari, uygulamalar ve
gelecek arastirmalar i¢in sunulmus ve tartigilmistir.
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Knowledge Sharing Behaviors in E-Learning Community: Exploring The Role of Academic
Self-Efficacy and Sense of Community

The purpose of this study was to explore the structural relationships between knowledge sharing
behaviors (KSB), academic self-efficacy (ASE) and sense of community (SoC) of university
students in e-learning community. The study was carried out with students who joined
Facebook learning community that was created for the Computing | course which was taught
with blended learning method. Data were collected from 316 university students by utilizing
three self-report instruments: KSB scale, ASE scale (sub-scales: ‘social status’, ‘cognitive
applications’ and ‘technical skills’) and classroom community (CC) scale (sub-scales:
‘connectedness’ and ‘learning’). The path analyses with structural equation modeling (SEM)
further verified that students’ KSB were related to their ASE and SoC in e-learning community.
The results of the study revealed that the ASE and SoC of the students positively affect their
KSB. And in terms of sub-scales, the connectedness to the community, learning perception in
the community, the self-efficacy of the students on the cognitive applications in the courses and
their social status in the community positively affect KSB. However, students’ self-efficacy
perceptions on their technical skills affect KSB positively but its affect size was smaller
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compared to other sub-scales. Further research studies and implications are presented and
discussed.
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
