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Abstract: Mainstreaming is the way in which individuals with any inadequacy receive education together with their peers. The special education which is applied by the special education teacher in the special education classes on the schools has begun to be carried out also by the teachers who are not special education in the normal classes under the name of the integration education. Teacher candidates In the last year of the Faculty of Education, there is a one-hour special training course for 2 hours a week, and for the class teacher candidates another 2 hours of integration training. The purpose of this research is to determine the eligibility of inclusion education of candidate teachers who take special education course. The research was planned as a quantitative research and collected with the help of the data scale. For this purpose, a total of 197 students who were educated in 4th grade science, mathematics, social studies, Turkish, classroom teaching departments in a Black Sea education faculty were applied Bayar (2015) Teacher Proficiency Scale for Inclusion Applications and obtained findings were interpreted . As a result of the study, the majority of the prospective teachers have reached the point where they feel that they are satisfied with the mainstreaming education.
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
